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Seminary mourns passing of Welby Bozeman

Dr. Welby Bozeman, husband of NOBTS
professor Jeanine Bozeman, died Monday,
March 24, 2008, of complications from
pancreatitis. He was 80.

Welby Bozeman was a graduate of
Dozier High School, received an A.B.
from Samford University in Birmingham,
Ala., a B.D., Master of Divinity, Master of
Religious Education, Specialist in Religious
Education, and Ed.D in Psychology and
Counseling from New Orleans Baptist
Theological Seminary. He was pastor of
churches in Alabama from 1950 - 1967
(New Hope Baptist Church, Dozier
Baptist Church while concurrently serving

as Principal of Dozier High School, and
Westside Baptist Church in Elba, Alabama).

In Louisiana, he was Pastor of First
Baptist Church of Chalmette and
Tangipahoa Baptist Church in Tangipahoa.
He was Professor of New Testament and
Religious Education at Louisiana College
in Pineville, La. from 1982-2000. After
retirement, he served as interim pastor for
numerous churches in La. Welby had a
life-long interest in vegetable gardening,
fishing and shrimping, reading biographies,
maintaining physical fitness, and he never
lost his love of learning,

The seminary’s Dean of Chapel, Dr. Tony
Merida, hopes the revival will be a time of
spiritual refreshment for faculty, students
and staff.

“We determined this would be a good
way to get students involved and a good
way for us to say (as a faculty) we need
revival as well,” said Dr. Tony Merida, dean
of Leavell Chapel.

Across its history, NOBTS has featured
faculty, as well as distinguished preachers
and other key figures in Southern Baptist
life in its chapel services. With the new
initiative, Merida hopes students and
faculty, weary from the demands of the year,
will be refreshed.

“It’s probably been a hard year for
students and faculty, struggling with the
academic load, financial struggles, struggles
with family and children,” Merida said.
