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NOBTS couseling student overcomes
cerebral palsy, continues in ministry

“Little Randy can’t
complete the test, so I'm
afraid to tell you that
he is brain damaged,”
Randolph Schweinberg I
said recalling the doctor’s
evaluation following a
childhood IQ test.

From then on Randy’s
family was encouraged
to treat him as mentally
disabled. The doctor was
right about one thing;

Randy does have brain
damage. He has Cerebral
Palsy, or CP, as it is
commonly known.

CP is the result of brain trauma often
occurring during pregnancy or infancy. In
Randy’s case, the disorder resulted from a
lack of oxygen during his birth; however,
the area of his brain affected was restricted
to his motor cortex, leaving his higher
functions, including his cognitive ability,
intact.

“Cerebral Palsy is a brain disorder that
affects muscle control, and in some cases
cognitive abilities,” explains Elizabeth Reitz of
United Cerebral Palsy in Washington, D.C.

“It’s a common misperception that CP
always includes mental impairment, but
even with the most severe cases, there is
typically no cognitive disability,” Mari
Witfs, Family Nurse Practitioner at the
NOBTS clinic added. “With Randy, there is
absolutely no cognitive deficiency.”

In Randy’s case, CP has affected his
motor skills but has left his mental faculties
completely unaffected.

Randy Schweinberg, NOBTS master of divinity student in psychology
and counseling, continues to excel in his study and ministry.

Randy is restricted to a wheelchair. He
suffered four operations on both legs as
achild in a failed attempt to give him the
ability to walk. The surgeries left him with
fused ankles and limited mobility outside
his chair.

Growing up in a non-Christian family
in Florida, Randy’s struggles drove him
into rebellion. He railed against authority
and those who tried to deny him the same
choices we all take for granted. However,
through the loving concern of a godly
woman named Kendall Brown, God
changed all that.

“My youth was a tough time for me,”
Randy said. “If I hadn’t turned to God when
1 did, I probably wouldn't be alive today.”

Living in a world where he is often
labeled as mentally challenged, Randy has
learned resilience.

Flying in the face of the doctor who labeled
him as brain damaged, Randy took an AP class
in high school. This led him to Charleston
Southern University, where he earned a
bachelor of science in psychology in 2004.

James Byrd, who works with the
facilities department, recalls the extra
effort the seminary devoted to upgrading
the seminary’s accessibility.

Kathy Steele, head of the psychology and
counseling department, praises Randy’s
counseling ability.

“He has everything he needs to be an
outstanding counselor. The main struggle he
faces is discrimination,” Steele said. “He has
a great sense of humor. It helps others think
of him as a regular guy. That’s important
- being thought of as a regular guy.”

At the seminary he has experienced
some challenges. First was the accessibility
within the seminary itself. The physical
layout of the grounds proved difficult for
the wheelchair-bound student.

One of the ways CP affects Randy is in the
muscle control of his eyes. Tracking along
aline of writing in a book is very difficult.

To compensate, Randy has developed
extraordinary listening skills and usually gets
copies of the notes from either the professor or
from fellow students. In order to get around
the physical problem of reading, when Randy
was at Charleston Southern, he employed
people to read the books that he could not get
already in audio format. However, at NOBTS,
no one was around who could take on this
vital task for him.

With the encouragement of his classmates,

Randy learned to track along a pen as he
moves it across the page.

“When Randy first arrived at the
seminary, he was limited in his ability to
physically write exams,” Steele said. “He’s
overcome that now.”

In 2005 Randy was settling in to his
second year at NOBTS when Hurricane
Katrina hit. Like everyone on campus,
he lost everything. But what was most
devastating for him was losing his $8,100
electric wheelchair. As a result, he is
motoring around campus in a 10-year-old
chair that is in constant need of repair.

Despite all the challenges, or maybe
because of them, Randy continues working
toward his master’s degree. He is currently
the senior counseling-intern at Bethel
Colony South, a recovery center and
halfway house for recovering addicts that is
located near the seminary.

Mel Jones, founder and director of Bethel
Colony South, holds Randy’s work in
high regard. “The fact that Randy has CP
makes his counseling of our residents more
effective,” Jones said. “When men meet
Randy, they no longer have excuses why
they can’t recover. He inspires people.”

Who knows what the future holds for
Randy? The only thing for certain is that,
with God as his strength, he will continue to
overcome challenges and press on to the end.
