The Jacksonville Pastor’s Conference
Workshop is being offered again this year
through NOBTS for academic credit as a
workshop.

In addition, free housing is
provided for a limited number of students
at an encampment which is owned by the
church.

A snack lunch is provided by the church
on most days, but the student will be
responsible for all breakfast meals and
supper meals (which you can purchase
through the church if you choose). This
course has not been approved for on-
campus hours.

Gibson, Kelley said, has done almost
everything there is to do during his time
on campus. Kelley spoke of the joy Gibson
brings to his service at NOBTS.

“One of the most difficult jobs you can
assume is the task of trying to catch Dr.
Gibson without a smile on his face,” Kelley
said.

Rivers, assistant professor of social
work, holds degrees from the University of
Mississippi, NOBTS, and LSU, and recently

Mosley, professor of Old Testament and
Hebrew, was the first of a trio of professors
honored for 15 years of service, Kelley
recalled accompanying Mosley on a trip to
Turkey, and visiting Smyrna, the location
of one of the seven churches of Revelation.
As Mosley led a study, the ground literally
shook.

Strong, dean of Leavell College and
professor in New Testament and Greek in
Leavell College, was praised for helping
craft the vision for Leavell College.

Also, Strong demonstrates the seminary’s
passionate commitment to the local church.
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education, was out of the country on a
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Stewart, associate professor of philosophy
and theology, was praised by Kelley.

He called Stewart “a professional
philosopher who has a pastor’s heart and
significant pastor’s experience.”

“That’s an awfully short list and Dr. Bob
Stewart is at the head of that list,” Kelley
said. “He is just as able to teach students
how to do a funeral as he is to explain Greek
philosophy or the nihilism of Nietzsche.”

Stewart was also praised for his vision
in the creation of the Greer-Heard Point-
Counterpoint Forum, dialogues on the
key theological issues of today, and in

commitment to urban missions, his love for
people and his strong sense of social justice.

Taylor, professor of urban missions,
serves as pastor of Gentilly Baptist Church.
In recent months, Taylor has led teams
of students to the hurricane-ravaged
southern coast of Louisiana to help
rebuild communities both physically and
spiritually.

Stevens, professor of New Testament
and Greek, was honored for two decades of
service to the seminary.

Along with faculty anniversaries, three
new faculty members, Dr. Page Brooks, Dr.
Jim Parker and Mrs. Sandra Vandercook,
signed the seminary’s Articles of Religious

Belief and the Baptist Faith and Message
(2000).

Dr. Daniel Holcomb delivered the
convocation message, preaching from
Matthew 7: 24-27 and I Corinthians 3:
10-15, passages on the critical importance
of building life and ministry on the rock of
Christ.

Both passages of scripture act as warning
bells for humanity.

Jesus’ words in Matthew, Holcomb said,
present “the agenda, the lifestyle, the vision,
the essence of life in the kingdom of God. It
is fraught with psychological truth, but the
foundational truth is primarily theological
and biblical; that all of life must have a
faithful and enduring theological, spiritual
foundation.

“If it does not . . . it fades into a kind of
meaningless existence of humankind and
ultimately it is destroyed by forces over
which it has no control.”

In one of the lighter moments at the
convocation, Holcomb, who has taught at
NOBTS for nearly three decades, sought
to put to rest a rumor that he said had
persisted on campus in recent years: That
he was present at the founding of NOBTS
in 1917.

“There is absolutely no truth whatsoever
to that,” Holcomb said. “The truth is, I was
ill and couldn’t attend.”

Delayed Founders Day celebrations have
been part of the seminary’s history since it
opened in 1918.

The Southern Baptist Convention
created the seminary in 1917. The seminary
opened its doors a year later.

At the time of that inaugural Founders
Day, a massive epidemic known as The
Great Influenza forced the evacuation of
New Orleans.
