New Orleans Seminary will celebrate the 
promise and the joy of the Advent season 
by paying homage to the British tradition of 
Lessons and Carols at “Carols and Candlelight,” 
Dec. 2 outdoors in the seminary’s main 
quadrangle near the Sellers Music Building. The 
event is free, and the public is invited.

In keeping with a tradition that began 
in Britain in 1880, the service will combine 
Christmas carols and the Christmas 
message as told through the lens of the 
biblical text from Genesis to Revelation. At 
the NOBTS observance, faculty members 
will share the Lessons (scriptures) while 
the congregation will join together in song.

“We are going to borrow from the 
caroling tradition and gather outside to 
sing carols of Jesus’ birth,” said Dr. Darryl 
Ferrington, NOBTS professor of music 
education. “We will give each family a 
candle or two, a cup of hot chocolate or hot 
apple cider, provide a place to stand or sit, 
and we’re going to have a carol sing.”

Carols and scripture will be related. While 
there will be solos and performances by 
NOBTS faculty and ensembles, the emphasis 
will be on congregational singing. The audience 
is urged to dress warmly, but informally. The 
caroling event should last about 45 minutes.

Hot chocolate and apple cider will be served. 
Limited seating will be available.

The Lessons and Carols tradition moves 
the Christmas story beyond a baby born in 
Bethlehem, Ferrington said.

“It gives us the whole picture of God’s heart, 
from the fall of man through His marvelous 
plan of redemption,” Ferrington said.

Holiday concerts have been a tradition at 
NOBTS for decades. This year’s celebration 
was sparked by a desire to do something 
different, with an emphasis on audience 
participation, Ferrington said.

If the weather is inhospitable, carolers 
will move into the River City Café next door 
to the Sellers Music Building. “Carols and 
Candlelight” begins at 7 p.m. Tuesday, Dec. 2.
