Students who have passed the 

Qualifying Exam and completed 

37 semester hours of PhD work 

are eligible to receive the ThM 

degree. The deadline to apply to 

graduate in December with the 

ThM degree alone is September 

15. Participation in the gradua-

tion ceremony is optional. To 

apply, you must come to the 

ReDOC office (not the Regis-

trarõs Office) to do the follow-

ing: 

In addition, you will be required 

to pay off all account balances 

and library fines as you would 

for any graduation. However, 

you will not be required to re-

turn outstanding library books 

before the due dates indicated. 

Students participating in gradua-

tion should see William at the 

LifeWay campus bookstore to 

order a cap and gown.
