Course Descriptions:
BIUS1153: Introduction to New Testament Study: The Early Church. This courseis designed to provide a survey of
the early church.

BIUS1152: Introduction to New Testament Study: The Life and Letters of Paul. This courseis designed to provide
asurvey of thelife and letters of Paul.

BIUS1151: Introduction to New Testament Study: The Life of Christ. This courseis designed to provide a survey
of thelife of Christ.

BIUS1111: Introduction to Old Testament Study: The Historical Books. The course is designed to provide a survey
of Genesisthrough 2 Chronicles. This study consists of a brief overview of each book, including pertinent research
information.

BIUS1113: Introduction to Old Testament Study: The Prophets. This course is designed to provide a survey of
Isaiah through Malachi.

BIUS1112: Introduction to Old Testament Study: The Writings. This course is designed to provide a survey of the
writings of the Old Testament.

BIUS1180: New Testament Bible Course. This courseis designed to acquaint the student with pertinent background
information of selected New Testament books.
