Israeli Pottery Expert 
Eli Yannai on Campus 

March 13-17 

Eli Yannai, an expert in ancient Near 
Eastern pottery, will be guest lecturer dur-
ing the spring break workshop course  
BBFW6301 Ceramic Analysis in Field 
Archaeology with Drs. Dennis Cole and 
Dan Warner. In addition to taking the 
course for credit or audit, PhD students 
also are welcome to sit in on the sessions 
at no charge. 
 
As an archaeologist in the Excavations, 
Surveys, and Research Department of the 
Israel Antiquities Authority, Yannai has 
supervised major digs at Tel Assawir, Tel 
`Gat, Khirbet Rozez, and Tel Hefer and 
conducted survey and salvage expeditions 
at sites such as Jaffa and Lod. In addition 
to his dissertation at Tel Aviv University, 
“Aspects of the Material Culture of Israel 
during the Egyptian 20th Dynasty,” he 
has authored numerous monographs and 
journal articles as well as coedited The 
Ancient Pottery of Holy-Land and In Quest of 
Ancient Settlements and Landscapes.

A prospectus to be considered 
by ReDOC must be reviewed 
by your guidance committee 
and 9 copies submitted  
through your chairperson to 
the Office of Research Doc-
toral Programs no later than 
one week before the sched-
uled ReDOC meeting. Pro-
spectuses for research involv-
ing human subjects must be 
received one month before 
the meeting. 
 
Likewise, matters such as di-
rected study proposals and 
requests to take courses at 
other institutions must be 
submitted one week before 
the ReDOC meeting at which 
they will be considered. 
 
 

Also e-mail a pdf of the pro-
spectus or directed study  
proposal to phd@nobts.edu.  
Do submit a hard copy of 
the directed study approval 
page.

Jon D. Levenson is the Albert A. List Professor of Jewish Studies at Harvard University. His research focuses 
on the history of interpretation of the Hebrew Bible, particularly during Second Temple Judaism, and the use 
of medieval Jewish commentaries as background for exegesis through the close reading of texts. His interest 
in the relationship between Judaism and Christianity spurs active involvement in dialogues regarding their in-
teraction in antiquity and the present. His book Resurrection and the Restoration of Israel: The Ultimate Victory of the 
God of Life won a 2005-2006 National Jewish Book Award and the Biblical Archaeology Society Publication 
Award in the category of Best Book Relating to the Hebrew Bible. Among his other works are Creation and the 
Persistence of Evil; The Hebrew Bible, the Old Testament, and Historical Criticism; and the coauthored Resurrection: The
