10. The Worth of Women in Jesus’ Death and Resurrection 
11. The Worth of Women in the Church 
12. The Worth of Women in the Twenty-First Century  

 
 
Course Requirements 
 

1. Students will attend class and participate in class discussion. (Seminary policy states 
that a student may not miss any class due to the short length of the workshop.) 
 

2. Students will read Worthy and answer the questions at the end of each chapter, in both 
sections “Discovering a Woman’s Worth” and “Digging Deeper.” These 
questions/answers should be typed up and submitted via Blackboard no later than       
June 30, 2021. 
 

3. Students will complete the chart “Watch the Woman,” selecting one woman from each 
time period, noting the Scriptures that are associated with her (both Old and New 
Testaments if applicable) and describing her significance to the Kingdom in at least 4-5 
sentences. This chart is to be submitted via Blackboard no later than June 30, 2021. 

 
4. Students will research and write an 8-10 page paper on a 19th, 20th or 21st century 

woman, specifically describing her upbringing, legacy, the traits of biblical womanhood 
she exhibited, and how her influence should be shared today. Choices include but are 
not limited to: Ann Judson, Florence Nightingale, Rosa Parks, Annie Armstrong, 
Evangeline Corey Booth, Lottie Moon, Fanny Crosby, Sojourner Truth, Amy Carmichael, 
Corey Ten Boom, Elizabeth Elliott, Phyllis Wheatley, Gladys Aylward, Catherine Booth, 
and Harriet Beecher Stowe. This paper will be submitted via Blackboard no later than 
June 30, 2021. 
 

5. Students will read Adorned: Living out the Beauty of the Gospel Together and complete 
a 6-8 page, double-spaced paper which includes a summary of the biblical womanhood 
traits found in Titus 2 and an application for life and ministry as a woman. This paper will 
be submitted via Blackboard no later than June 30, 2021.
